Tid Bits
Many of the quilt patterns include half square triangles.  As you are working on your Quilt of Valor, these shortcuts may help.
(1)  For 2 at a time, add 7/8” (better to increase it to 1”) to the finished size you need to make. You can cut them apart, but then you are working with a diagonal seam. Instead, draw a diagonal line on the lighter fabric and sew a scant ¼” on each side of the line. Cut apart and trim to designated size with includes the seam allowance. Ex. 4 ½” square for a 4” finished square.
(2) For 8 at a time, double the size you cut the squares vertically and horizontally. If your instructions call for cutting 3 7/8” squares, add the 1/8” for fudge factor equaling 4” and cut 8” squares. Mark your diagonal lines as shown and again sew scant ¼” along both sides. Cut into 4 squares by cutting vertically and horizontally then cut on diagonal lines. Trim.
(3) There are other papers and tools available you may choose to use as well.

· Quilt Auction & Fabric Sale
· Organize (with a committee) the auction which is usually held in the Fall. This is a major fund raiser for the guild. 
· Coordinate the sale of guild member fabric donations to raise funds for the guild.
· Christmas Party
· Organize our annual Christmas Party in December. You can do this by yourself or with a committee. Anything goes!!!
Please consider volunteering for one of these committees. We really need you! Our guild is small so it means we ALL need to play a part. If not, then some much needed events will have to be canceled which affects our funding which then affects our programs. Presenters charge between $250 - $400.
